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Mr D W Jacobs moved without notice: That the House congratulates the South African
Paralympic team that is currently taking part in the Paralympics; notes that their hard work,
determination and resilience in the face of adversity are truly inspiring; and encourages
them to keep on shining and to show the world what true strength and perseverance look
like.

Agreed to.

Mr F C Christians moved without notice: That the House conveys its condolences to
Marinet Janse van Rensburg at the passing away of her son Marlo Janse van Rensburg;
notes that Marlo passed away in April 2024, 11 months after it was discovered that he
suffered from cancer; notes that Marlo would have celebrated his 6th birthday on
13 August of this year; notes that he had embryonal sarcoma, a type of cancer that develops
in the skeleton before birth; notes that, tragically, Marinet was diagnosed with breast cancer
shortly after the diagnosis of Marlo; notes that this was a battle that she and her son fought
against the disease in both their bodies; notes that the good news that comes out of this
tragedy is that Martinet is cancer-free after her treatment; and thanks God for her remission
and our thoughts and prayers are with Martinet after her tragic loss.

Mr M K Sayed moved without notice: That the House notes with profound sadness the
passing away of Elizabeth van der Heyden, affectionately known as Ma Betty; further notes
that Ma Betty was a remarkable figure in our struggle for freedom and justice, being the
only female political prisoner to serve a full 10-year prison sentence; notes that she was
the last surviving member of the Cape Peninsula Students Union who stood shoulder to
shoulder with illustrious comrades such as Neville Alexander, Frank van der Horst and
Dulcie September; celebrates the remarkable life marked by her contributions and
sacrifices in the fight against apartheid, which deserve the highest recognition and should
resonate through the annals of South African history; acknowledges that her death, just
days before what would have been her 89th birthday, marks the end of Women’s Month
on a sombre note; and conveys heartfelt condolences to her family, loved ones and the
community she cherished.

Mr M K Sayed moved without notice: That the House notes with profound sadness the
passing away of Professor Brian O’Connell, a distinguished academic, a revolutionary
intellectual, a community leader and activist whose contributions have profoundly shaped
both the Western Cape and our nation; further notes that Professor O’Connell’s legacy is
one of unwavering commitment to education and community service; notes that his
remarkable contributions include his leadership as Rector of the Peninsula Technikon —
later known as Cape Peninsula University of Technology (CPUT) — his pivotal role as
Director-General of Education in the Western Cape Education Department, and his
impactful tenure as Rector of the University of the Western Cape from 2001 to 2014;
acknowledges that each of these roles exemplifies his dedication to advancing our
educational landscape and his profound influence on shaping the academic and community
institutions he served; extends heartfelt condolences to his family, friends and the many
communities he touched throughout his life; and celebrates his contributions and honour
his legacy of intellectual rigor, community engagement and visionary leadership that will
continue to inspire generations to come.

Agreed to.
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Mr T C R Walters moved without notice: That the House congratulates the First XV rugby
team of Paul Roos Gymnasium that has not only topped the South African school rugby
tables, but has done so unbeaten, with a sterling 15-0 record; congratulates the players
involved with this stunning result, as well as the school’s coaching and support staff; and
notes that all of those involved, whether on or off the field, have represented the Western
Cape to the highest standard and should be immensely proud of their achievements.

Mr T C R Walters moved without notice: That the House congratulates the Cape Town
City Ballet (CTCB) on its 90th anniversary, which was celebrated late last month; notes
that the CTCB is the southern hemisphere’s oldest ballet company and has built a glittering
reputation over the years as a global force to support the evolution of their art form; notes
that, more than this, the company has worked to develop the talents of South African
choreographers and performers, delivering a vital platform for South Africa’s best talent to
work their way onto the global scene of top-tier ballet; and congratulates the CTCB and
wishes it well for the next 90 years.

Agreed to.

Ms R Windvogel moved without notice: That the House notes with grave concern the
recent protest actions undertaken by security guards employed by Golden Security Services
at the Groote Schuur Hospital and the Heideveld Day Hospital, precipitated by ongoing
salary payment disputes; further notes that these protest actions have placed the lives of
both patients and workers in jeopardy, exacerbated the difficulties faced by hospital staff
and caused significant inconvenience to the smooth functioning of these critical healthcare
facilities; calls on the Department of Health and Wellness to investigate these issues
immediately as a matter of urgency as it is morally unacceptable to exploit labour in this
manner, and it is imperative that the Department ensures that all its suppliers adhere to
ethical labour practices; further calls on the Department to intervene decisively to assist the
affected security guards, to address their grievances and to ensure that Golden Security
Services rectifies any deficiencies in their payment practices; and urges the provincial
government to hold to account the company Golden Security Services for its failure to meet
its contractual and legal obligations to its employees and takes appropriate action to ensure
that all its suppliers comply with all relevant labour laws and regulations.

Agreed to.

Ms N D Nkondlo moved without notice: That the House notes with deep concern the recent
financial and operational crisis faced by Mineral Sands Resources (MSR), which owns the
Tormin mine on the West Coast, which has led to a severe cash flow shortage, resulting in
the delayed payment of August salaries to employees and placing the mine’s future in
jeopardy; further notes the severe impact this crisis has had on the livelihoods of the
employees at the Tormin mine, as the inability to pay salaries not only affects the financial
stability of workers, but also exacerbates the economic hardship faced by their families;
calls for an expedited resolution to the financial difficulties at the Tormin mine, as it is
imperative that business rescue practitioners and management work swiftly to stabilise the
company’s financial situation to ensure that overdue salaries are paid promptly and to
restore normal operations as soon as possible; and, in the light of the gravity of the situation
and its potential to affect many jobs and the local economy, calls upon the three spheres of
government to intervene and support the business rescue process, and to provide strategic
guidance to help the company navigate its crisis while protecting jobs and ensuring the
continued operation of the mine.

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Ms N D Nkondlo moved without notice: That the House notes with appreciation the recent
improvement in the Business Confidence Index, which has risen by three points to reach
38 in the third quarter of 2024, marking the highest level of business confidence since the
fourth quarter of 2022; further notes and welcomes this positive development as a sign of
improving business conditions and investor optimism in South Africa; and commits to
working collaboratively with businesses and policymakers to ensure that the gains in
business confidence translate into tangible economic benefits for all sectors of the
economy.

Ms A P Bans moved without notice: That the House notes and welcomes the recent
development when the South African Police Service (SAPS) successfully confiscated 400
bricks of cocaine worth R252 million from two suspects in Stilbaai, and arrested the
suspects, which followed a high-speed chase and a detailed investigation; further notes that
the swift response by Stilbaai officers, including the pursuit and apprehension of the
suspects and the seizure of such a large quantity of illicit drugs, demonstrates commendable
bravery and efficiency, representing a significant blow to the drug trade and highlighting
the capability of our SAPS officers; acknowledges the vital role of community support in
aiding SAPS efforts and encourages continued public vigilance and cooperation with police
operations, as this is essential in ensuring the effectiveness of crime-fighting initiatives and
maintaining public safety; and commends the SAPS for their diligence, professionalism
and effective operation leading to this successful bust.

Mr D W Bryant moved without notice: That the House notes with approval the City of
Cape Town’s achievement in being named the national winner of the WWEF’s 2024 One
Planet City Challenge; further notes that this competition rewards cities for their efforts in
both mitigation and adaptation to the effects of climate change, and that the jury for the
competition found that the City of Cape Town had achieved a striking balance between
adaptation and mitigation efforts, which have been integrated with the UN’s strategic
development goals across all departments; and lastly notes that it is future-oriented and
innovative governance that makes such an achievement possible.

Mr D J Wessels moved without notice: That the House notes that the City of Cape Town’s
Human Settlement Directorate held an open day for community members to discuss plans
for a new social housing project in the Lansdowne area; notes that the proposed affordable
housing development will yield approximately 308 social housing opportunities for
qualifying beneficiaries; further notes that the City’s actions seek to make affordable
housing projects more feasible for private sector partners by offering developmental
packaging, land discounts and leveraging municipal land to make projects more viable for
private sector partners; and notes that, over the past year, through the Accelerated Land
Release Programme the City has been making significant interventions in the market with
an estimated 10 000 units underway.

Mr D J Wessels moved without notice: That the House notes that on Tuesday 27 August
2024 the provincial Minister of Infrastructure handed over the first batch of houses at the
Railton Housing Project in Swellendam; and further notes that this catalytic project is set
to deliver a total of 950 housing units that provide much-needed homes to the residents of
Swellendam.

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Mr D W Bryant moved without notice: That the House notes the Premier and Minister
Bredell’s engagements with the new municipal management in Beaufort West and
Laingsburg to address key issues and to ensure sustainable governance to improve service
delivery.
