1. (a) (i) The Department has planned to have approximately 200 public vaccination sites active every week. And in addition, there are also approximately 100 private vaccination sites operating in the province.

© (i) There are 6 285 registered vaccinators on the health platform.
(ii) 4 189 have been trained (as at 16 September)

2. (a) As at 17 September, 2,475,569 vaccines were administered across the Western Cape. 
· 60+ - 411,493 people over the age of 60 have been fully vaccinated and 67,183 partially – meaning they must still get their second dose in the coming days and weeks.
· 50–59-year-olds - 262,805 people have been fully vaccinated and 89,722 partially – vaccinated.
· 35–49-year-olds - 298,799 people have been fully vaccinated and 274,404 partially vaccinated.
· 18-34-year-olds - 128,998 people have been fully vaccinated and 257,598 partially vaccinated.
